	The journal is organized neatly and all bolded major instructions from the exemplary category were followed but a few of the minor ones may not have been. None of these deviations resulted in a significant delay while grading. 


	The journal is organized neatly and all instructions were followed or modifications were exceptionally clear, causing no delay in grading:

1. Used Composition Book or printed and stapled packet.
2. Each literary device in its own section.

3. Each section is 1 – 4 pages long.

4. No different sections for different books.

5. Two columns on each page, one for quotes and one for responses.

6. Page numbers are in parenthesis at the end of quotes.

	The student evaluates material inconsistently or may not have identified appropriate  examples from the text to support opinions.

	The student evaluates material competently. Overall, the student is able to communicate effectively with specific comments about the text, but responses don’t consistently explain how the literary devices add meaning within the text.

	The student evaluates material comprehensively with insight, giving the teacher insight into the student’s thought process during reading.

Student identifies 3 – 5 precise, poignant examples of literary devices, clearly identifying how purposeful use of the literary device added meaning within the text.
